Reflection 

 

The fourth Sunday of Easter is now often referred to simply as “Good Shepherd Sunday”. Each year, 

the Gospel reading for this day focuses on the words of Jesus in which he declares “I am the good 

shepherd”. The image of Jesus as shepherd is for many of us a familiar and hugely comforting image. 

Perhaps it brings to mind pictures we remember from children’s Bibles of Jesus, with long beard and 

flowing locks, and wearing a white robe, gently but firmly carrying a lamb draped across his shoulders, 

a lamb that the shepherd has rescued from a ditch into which it had foolishly strayed. 

But there is a lot more to the notion of the shepherd than that child’s picture. For a start, a 

shepherd’s life is considerably more gruelling and challenging than some of our more romanticised 

ideas. I’ve learnt a lot from reading a couple of books by James Rebanks, who has written beautifully 

about his work on the Cumbrian hill farm that has passed down the generations in his family. Suffice 

to say, a shepherd’s life is not all carrying and cuddling little woolly lambs. This is hard work, in often 

tough conditions. 

But the idea of Jesus as the good shepherd is also more deeply rooted in scripture than we sometimes 

realise. The people of Israel are often described as the sheep of God’s pasture; and just as God’s rule 

over the nation is compared to that of the shepherd, so the land’s earthly rulers are depicted as 

shepherds, called to lead and protect, to nurture and to guide, those under their care. David, the 

shepherd boy who became king, was viewed as the role model for all the kings and rulers who would 

follow. Some would be faithful shepherds over Israel; most would fall far short. Only God could be the 

true and perfect shepherd of this flock. 

In saying, “I am the good shepherd”, Jesus aligns himself with the picture of God seen in the well 

known and well-loved twenty-third psalm: “The Lord is my shepherd: therefore can I lack nothing.” 

One of the things that makes that psalm resonate so deeply across the centuries and in such a range 

of situations is the picture that it gives of the different landscapes through which the shepherd leads 

the sheep, that echo the different seasons in our lives. There are the green pastures, the still waters; 

the times and places in which we can take simple pleasure; but the psalm also speaks of the presence 

of the shepherd even as we walk “through the valley of the shadow of death”. As one of the hymn 

versions puts it, “In death’s dark vale I fear no ill with thee, dear Lord, beside me; thy rod and staff my 

comfort still, thy cross before to guide me.” 

There are times in all our lives when death casts a deep and a dark shadow. Few of us were left 

untouched by the poignant image in the funeral service for Prince Philip, of Her Majesty the Queen 



sitting alone, dressed in black, face veiled and head bowed, in silent mourning. In her grief, she was 

truly in death’s dark vale; and although the hearts of millions went out to her, we were conscious that 

at that moment there was no human hand to reach out and comfort her. We were looking at a 

Queen; but at that moment we were far more aware that we were looking at a widow, someone 

sharing the same burden of bereavement that, at one time or another, is common to all.  

Alone; but not alone. “Though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil; for 

thou are with me”. The psalm is a promise that the good shepherd is with us in all of those landscapes 

of life, the times of joy and the times of sorrow. There are echoes of it in the well-loved poem 

‘Footprints’, in which the tracks in the sand are witness both to the presence of the Lord throughout 

our lives, but also to the times when we can no longer walk in our own strength and Jesus, the Good 

Shepherd, lifts us up, lays us on his shoulders, and gently carries us. 

Jesus, the Good Shepherd, is the one who leads us through the valley of the shadow of death. I just 

want to finish by drawing attention to that word “through”. This dark valley is part of the journey, and 

an inevitable part; but it is not the journey’s end. Jesus, the one who died and rose again, is the one 

who leads us through death and into the pastures that lie beyond. The shadow will not always hang 

over us, and just as God led the people of Israel out of Egypt and through the desert and into the 

promised land, so our shepherd will lead us safely across the river and into the land beyond. We will 

enjoy the still waters and the green pastures, where there will be one flock and one shepherd. 

Alleluia.
